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Abstract

Nowadays, civil servants are still considered a stable career with welfare. From the
initial survey, it was found that civil servants are still popular among Thai students. To be
able to work as civil servants, the Civil Service Commission Examination (Gor-Por) must be
passed. In order to pass the exam, the test takers need to have a knowledge vocabulary.
The purpose of this research is to study the Part of Speech of the vocabulary in the Gor-Por
examination and to study the vocabulary that appears frequently in the tests. Since the
researchers are not able to find the real test, wed used the virtual exam from the trusted
websites. We studied vocabulary by using the AntConc version 3.5.7 2018 to help identify
the words that appear frequently in the tests. The results show that the function of the
words that appear most often is nouns and verbs, and the frequent vocabularies found in
the tests are often associated with work context. In addition, the research results also
provide knowledge of vocabulary in various categories that are important and necessary for
taking the Gor-Por exam. It also points out that one word usually has more than one part of

speech.
