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Attitude and Intention of pregnant women to do breastfeeding

At Nakhonnayok Hospital

Abstract
Purpose: This research study the relationship among attitudes and intention to
do breastfeeding at Nakhonnayok Hospital.
Design: Correlation study design.
Methods: The subjects were 220 pregnant women practicing in anti-partum units
at Nakhonnayok hospita. Data were collected using a personal information form
and a set of questionnaires, Descriptive statistics and Pearson’s correlation
coefficient were used for Arithmetic Mean attitude) and intention to do
breastfeeding used for Percentage.
Main findings: The results was found that pregnant attitude on breastfeeding
was high level (X3.65 SD .55), and intention breastfeeding promotion was high
level (X 71.49). The results also showed statistically significant positive
relationship between attitude and practice of pregnant women to promotion of
breastfeeding, there was a relationship between attitude and intention as well
as knowledge and practice.
conclusion and recommendations: Based on the results, breastfeeding
promotion should be supported on a regularly basis to increase their
breastfeeding skills and expertise as well as to develop positive knowledge
attitude intention toward breastfeeding.
