They are trying to live without any encroachment with earning enough to
sustain their life; suffice to present jobs. Mostly migrant revealed that they are just
work in Thailand for a period, and back to long live in their hometown. Therefore,
Welfare even public and private sectors have to prepare to support workforce to
serve the elders in long-term. Furthermore, Thai workers need the adjustment by all
related organizations; offer Aged care training in both theory and practice, with a

certificate guarantee, to provide support elders who tend to increase in the future.
