The purpose of this research was: to study and evaluate the satisfaction of
students and graduates of the Bachelor of Education Curriculum (5 year) in Early
Childhood Education Program.The four elements of the evaluation course were
context, input, process and output assessment the satisfaction of students and
graduates.The total of samples264 consisted of a group of students and graduates of
Bachelor of Education (5 year) Education Act 2004 and graduates of Bachelor of
Education (5 year) in the Education Improvement Act 2009.The statistics used in data
analysis. were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t - test (Independent), ANOVA
(One-way ANOVA) for multiple comparisons by the LSD., and description.

The results were as follows:

1. Respondents were students of 40.91 % and graduates of Bachelor of
Education (5 year) Education Act 2004 and graduates of Bachelor of Education (5
year) in the Education Improvement Act 2009 of 59.09 %.The
graduates’52.27 %working as a kindergarten teacher/childcare,matches the subjects
graduated, accounted for 88.46 % of the total graduates and meet the income
qualifications, earn about 12,001 - 15,000 baht per month.

2. Students and graduates with two courses in the curriculum satisfaction at a
good level.

3. Students and graduates with two courses in the various fields of curriculum
satisfaction at a good leveland differences were not  significant
statistically.Considering it was found that; the advisors, management of learning and
activities of courses withstatistical significance of 05 levels.

4. Students and graduates with two courses in the demands of curriculum

development satisfaction at a high level and differences were not significant



statistically. Indication that both students and graduates need to be improved and
developed by the demand for the development of academic officer, student affairs
officer,facilities and classroomplace, advisors and learning activities.

5. Any comments or suggestions:

1) The context is found to have proposal on the subject, such as adding a
class to add content and concentration in certain courses, and curriculum provides a
modern, emphasize practical applications in the workplace.

2) The input is found to have opinions about the development of
resources such as the availability ratio to a shortage of facilities, and learning
materials such as books, textbooks, handouts teaching.

3) The process is found to have feedback on the instructors and advisors
about teaching behavior, child center teaching and learning management,
personality, introduction of new teaching techniques, availability of teaching,
